2020 Student Scholarship Information 

The Galena Park ISD Local Unit of the Association of Texas Professional Educators awards 

student scholarships on an annual basis to students who are pursuing an education degree.  The 

scholarship monies may only be applied toward the cost of tuition, fees, or books. The 

Scholarship Award was established to honor and reward distinguished, dedicated students that 

wish to further their education. The scholarship amount is $500.00 and is payable $250.00 per 

semester directly to the University. 

 

Award Criteria: 

1. Applicant must be a student currently attending Galena Park HS, North Shore Senior 

High, Accelerated Center for Education or Early College High School. 

2. A degree in the field of education is being pursued. 

3. The personal statement should be 200 words or less.  Why is the scholarship desired? 

4. Two letters of recommendation from administrators or teachers must be submitted 

with the application. 

5. One copy of the student’s transcript must be included. 

6. Completed application, including personal statement, recommendations and a 

copy of the transcript must be received by March 6, 2020  

Selection Process: 

1. Applications must be received via interoffice mail, hand delivered or mailed and 

postmarked by March 4, 2020.  

2. The committee will not consider late, incomplete, or illegible submissions. 

3. The Scholarship Selection Committee members will review the applications. 

4. The scholarship winners will be announced and presented at our April 28, 2020 

ceremony. 

5. The scholarship monies will be awarded upon receipt of proof of college registration 

or university statement of tuition fees submitted to the Local Unit Treasurer. The 

funds will be mailed directly to the University‘s Financial Aid Office by the 

Association Treasurer.  

6. This scholarship must be used between June 1, 2020 and May 31, 2021
